Using the ‘Mark’ as
a graphic element

When using the Mark as a graphic
element, the full identity or the Logotype
version must appear alongside or on the
reverse of the material that the graphic
element appears.

When cropping as an abstract shape,
to ensure that the marks integrity is
maintained, the mark should always
remain distinguishable as the FFD
identity.

When the mark is seen in full, the mark
should always lock to a corner, the top
left, or bottom right. When locking the
mark to the top left corner, the mark
should always sit a minimum of 2X width
from the edge of the canvas, both top
and side. When locking to the bottom
right hand corner, the mark is allowed to
sit flush, or can be positioned a minimum
of 2X from the edge of the canvas.
